Wednesday, October 6: 
For those traveling with the group: depart JFK airport for Zagreb, Croatia 
 
Thursday, October 7:  
Morning arrival in Zagreb; board deluxe coach and proceed to the Regent Esplanade, a luxurious, Orient 
Express hotel - one of Europe’s finest, located in the city center.  Check in - rest and relax from our 
journey.   
Evening: Orientation, introductions, and gourmet welcoming dinner (included). 
 

Friday, October 8: 
Following the first of many sumptuous buffet breakfasts, morning tour of Mirogoj cemetery- considered 
one of the most beautiful cemetery parks in Europe and one of the few where both Jews and non-Jews are 
buried.  Return to city center for a tour of “Upper Town” (the “Old City”) which dates back to the 11th 
century, including visits to the Croatian Museum of Naïve Art;  Zagreb City Museum and the open-air 
Market and Jelacic Square. Afternoon: free time to enjoy lunch on our own, and/or for shopping at the 
open air market or nearby Jelacic Square before returning to our hotel.   
Evening: (optional) attend services at the Synagogue - followed by a Shabbat dinner at the Jewish 
Community Center (included). 
 

Saturday, October 9 

Morning free to rest, relax or explore Zagreb on our own. Afternoon walking tour of “Lower Town” with its 
museums, cafes and beautiful architecture, including a tour of the magnificent Museum of Arts and Crafts 
– with it’s own collection of Judaica. 
Evening:  Presentation by Dr. Jane Gerber, “The Jews of the Ottoman Empire and the Former Yugoslavia: 
East and West/Ashkenazim and Sephardim in the Life of the Balkans”, followed by dinner on our own. 
 
Sunday, October 10 

Depart Zagreb for a short flight to the ancient town of Split - built by the Roman Emperor Diocletian. Upon 
arrival, lunch (included) and visit to Trogir - UNESCO World Heritage site and one of the most stunning 
places in the Mediterranean and a tour of the Old Town center.  From Trogir, continue to Split; check in to 
Le Meridien hotel, with health club, spa, and stunning views of the sea.  
Dinner (included) at our hotel. 
 
Monday,  October 11 

Morning: tour of Split city center, including St. Dominus Cathedral (said to be the one of the oldest 
cathedrals in the world); famed Palace of Diocletian, and ancient Synagogue. Dating back to the  
beginning of the 16th century and still in use today, the Synagogue is situated at the entrance to the former 
ghetto and within the walls of the northwestern part of Diocletian’s Palace.  
Afternoon: (Optional) visit to Krka National Park and waterfalls…..  OR, relax and enjoy the impressive 
amenities at the hotel. Evening: free: dinner on our own. 
 
 
 



 
Tuesday, October 12 

Depart Croatia for Bosnia, and travel to Sarajevo, a cosmopolitan European capital with a unique Eastern 
twist that is a delight to visit and contains a wealth of architecture.  Check in to the Radon Plaza Hotel and 
rest before dinner at our hotel (included). 
Evening: presentation by Dr. Gerber: "Jewish illuminated manuscripts from Spain and the Saga of  
the Sarajevo Haggadah."

Wednesday, October 13 

Tour Sarajevo, whose Jewish roots date back 400 years and where Jews built their own quarter - known as 
“El Cortijo,” (the courtyard) beginning with a visit to the Old Synagogue (built in the late 16th century).  
Owned by the Jewish community, the Synagogue is now a city museum (displaying Jewish ritual objects 
and dedicated to showing pre-Holocaust Jewish life) though its main floor still serves as a place where 
services are held for Holidays and special occasions. Following lunch on our own, visits to Novi Hram (New 
Synagogue) housing an art gallery owned by the Jewish community of Sarajevo, and Jewish community 
center located in the neo-Moorish Ashkenazi Synagogue.  
          
Thursday, October 14 

Depart Sarajevo for Dubrovnik - described by Byron as “the Pearl of the Adriatic.”  En-route to Dubrovnik, 
we will enjoy a spectacular coastal drive along the Dalmatian Coast – stopping for lunch (included) in 
Ston. Check in to the deluxe, five star Imperial Hilton hotel in Dubrovnik - located just a minute’s walk 
from “Old Town,” the ancient city wall’s fortress, and the Stradun (elegant pedestrian thoroughfare, lined 
with shops, restaurants, palaces, churches and fountains).  
Evening free: dinner on our own 
 

Friday, October 15  
Today we head south for nearby Cavtat, part of what is known as the “Dubrovnik Riviera”, with free time to 
enjoy the waterfront promenade and view the Racic Mausoleum - designed by the famous Croatian 
sculptor Ivan Meštrovi.  Depart Cavtat for Grudo for a wine tasting and lunch (included), followed by a 
panoramic drive back to Dubrovnik. 
Evening: festive Shabbat dinner at our hotel (included). 
 
Saturday, October 16 

Morning: Free to rest, relax, or (optional) attend services if held.  Afternoon: Walking tour of Dubrovnik, 
including the Ethnographic and Maritime Museums and, for those who wish, walk the city walls and take 
in the breathtaking views of Dubrovnik and the Sea.  
Evening presentation by Dr. Gerber, "Dona Gracia, Amatus Lusitanus and Daniel Rodrigue: How Portugese 
Jews Shaped Jewish History in Dubrovnik.” 
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Sunday, October 17 

Visit Dubrovnik Synagogue (built in 1408) and continue exploring Dubrovnik - including such sites as the 
Rector’s Palace, Sponza Palace and Franciscan Monastery.  Lunch on our own on the Stradun and 
afternoon free for last minute shopping, and/or visiting other sites of personal interest in Dubrovnik.  
Evening:  Closing remarks by Dr. Jane Gerber followed by Closing Dinner at our hotel (included).

She has served as a Visiting Professor at 
Harvard, Yale, Columbia, The University of 
Pennsylvania, the Jewish Theological 
Seminary, the Hebrew University of 
Jerusalem and has been an accompanying 
scholar on many previous Jewish Museum 
trips.
